2.4. Treatment for zero cases, casualty cases etc.:

2.4.1 While counting the number of FSUs surveyed (ngm) in a stratum x sub-stratum, all the
FSUs with survey codes 1 to 6 in schedule 0.0 will be considered. In addition, if no SSU is
available in the frame for a particular schedule then also that FSU will be treated as surveyed
in respect of that schedule.
