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QUARTERLY ESTIMATES OF STATE INCOME FOR THE FIRST QUARTER (Q1)
(APRIL 22- JUNE 22) OF 2022-23 (Base Year 2011-12)

The Economics & Statistics Division of the State Planning Institute, Uttar Pradesh
has released the Quarterly Estimates of Gross and Net State Domestic Product for first
quarter (Q1) (April 22-June 22) both at constant (2011-12) and current prices for the
financial year 2022-23.

2. These Estimates at current prices and constant prices are derived as per
methodology supplied by National Statistical Office, GOI and using the results of All India
First Quarter Estimates of 2022-23 released on 31.08.2022 and the provisional data of targets
and achievements provided by various departments of the State Government.

3. The significant features of the Estimates of Gross State Domestic Product and Net State
Domestic Product at constant prices for the first quarter (Q1) (April22-June22) of year 2022-23
are as follows:-

Q) The growth of GSDP at constant (2011-12) prices for the first quarter (Q1) is
estimated to be 11.6% for the year 2022-23 as against the corresponding quarter of
2021-22.

(i) As per the Estimates of Gross State Value Added (GSVA) at constant (2011-12)
prices for the first quarter (Q1) the Primary, Secondary and Tertiary sectors of the
economy show a growth of 4.7%, 16.5% and 11.5% respectively for the year 2022-23 as
against the corresponding quarters of 2021-22. Thus the Secondary sector of the economy
has shown the highest growth.

(iii) The growth of NSDP at constant (2011-12) prices for the first quarter (Q1) is
estimated to be 11.4% for the year 2022-23 as against the corresponding quarter of
2021-22.

The detailed description of the estimates is as follows:
ESTIMATES AT CONSTANT (2011-12) PRICES

Gross State Domestic Product at Market Price (GSDP)

4. GSDP at constant prices in Q1 of the year 2022-23 is estimated to be ¥ 2,46,717 crore
showing a growth of 11.6% as against the corresponding quarter of the year 2021-22.

Gross State Value Added at Basic Prices (GSVA)

5. GSVA at constant prices in Q1 is estimated to be ¥ 2,39,956 crore showing a growth
of 11.6% for the year 2022-23 as against the corresponding quarter of the year 2021-22. The
GSVA of Primary, Secondary and Tertiary sectors in Q1 is estimated at ¥ 38,158 crore,
X 65,093 crore and X 1,32,705 crore respectively showing a growth of 4.7%, 16.5% and
11.5% respectively for the year 2022-23 as against the corresponding quarter of 2021-22.



Industrywise Analysis

Agriculture and Livestock

6. The GSVA of Crops subsector in Q1 shows a growth of 0.3% for the year 2022-23
as against the corresponding quarter of the year 2021-22.

7. The GSVA of livestock subsector in Q1 shows a growth of 3.3% in the year 2022-23
as against the corresponding quarter of 2021-22.

Industry

8. The Manufacturing subsector shows a growth of 15.9% in GSVA in Q1 of the year
2022-23 as compared to the corresponding quarter of 2021-22.

Services

9. The growth in GSVA of Service sector is estimated to be 11.5% in Q1 of the year
2022-23 as compared to the corresponding quarter of 2021-22.

Net State Domestic Product at Market Price (NSDP)
10.  NSDP at constant prices for Q1 is estimated to be ¥ 2,07,936 crore showing a growth
of 11.4% for the year 2022-23 as against the corresponding quarter of the year 2021-22.

11. GSDRP at current prices for Q1 is estimated to be X 4,47,962 crore for the year 2022-23.

Gross State Value Added at Basic Prices (GSVA)
12. GSVA at current prices for Q1 is estimated to be ¥ 4,03,165 crore for the year 2022-23.

13.  For the year 2022-23 the GSVA of Primary, Secondary and Tertiary sectors for Q1 is
estimated to be ¥ 78,882 crore, ¥ 1,14,906 crore and X 2,09,377 crore respectively.

Net State Domestic Product at Market Prices (NSDP)

14. NSDP at current prices for the Q1 is estimated to be ¥ 3,84,937 crore for the year
2022-23.
