2-  Monitoring Poverty in Uttar Pradesh

µ The average real MPCE (2016) of  rural sector with 
respect to 2009-10 increased by 33.31%  whereas 
average real MPCE (2016) of  urban sector increased by 
42.48%.

µThe head count poverty rate for UP fell from 37.7 
% to 22.6% in between 2009-10 to 2016.

µPoverty Gap Ratio (PGR) in state of  Uttar Pradesh 
came down from 10.49 percent to 5.30 percent in rural 
sector from the year 2009-10 to 2016. Similarly it became 
4.02 from 9.09 percent from year 2009-10 to 2016 in 
urban sector of  the state.

µ It was observed that inequalities among poorest 
and richest people decreased during the year 2009-10 
to 2016 and  wealth inequality has increased in 2016 as 
compare to 2009-10 for both rural and urban sector in 
UP.

µDuring the period 2016, the share of  real total 
expenditure of  the lowest (poorest) decile has found 
2.74 % and the highest (richest) decile group has 32.07 
% share of  the real total expenditure.

Literacy rate in UP was estimated around 77% in 
2016. Considering entire population, rural-urban gap 
was more glaring among males (16% points) than 
females (10% points) for 2016.

Data of  PSMS V (2016) show that boys enrolment 
rate was higher than of  girls in almost all major 
education categories but particularly so in rural areas. 
Gross enrolment ratio of  girls in primary level i.e. 92.0 
% was 0.2 percentage points

µThe annual dropout at primary level has come 
down by 2.0 percentage point (from 4.1% in 
2002/2003 to 2.1% in 2016) for state.

µAbout 33 percent children found never attended 
school at age 5 years in 2016 in Uttar Pradesh.

µ Among children in UP whom not currently 
attending school, the main reason cited for this 
were 'cannot afford' (39.7%) and 'child not 
interested' (15.8%).

µThe three major reasons for never enrolled 
given are: Cannot afford (52.6%), Education not 
considered useful (8.8%) and School too far 
(8.3%).

µInfant Mortality Rate (IMR) has fallen from 84 
to 43 deaths per thousand live births between 1999 
and 2016 in UP.

µMMR in UP fallen from 539 in 1999-01 to 201 
in 2014-16, but it remained considerably higher 
than the corresponding all India average.

The percentage never attended school was 
about 67% in 2002/03 and became 29% in 2016 for 
females. For males it was seen about half of the 
girls for year 2016.
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Among 1000 ever born children, 985 male and 
978 female children found surviving on the date of 
survey in the year 2016.

Almost 52 percent of deliveries occur at home 
and only 48 percent of these were attended by 
skilled birth attendants (doctors, nurses, and 
midwives).

Almost 68 percent of all deliveries in UP were 
assisted by trained or traditional dai. Only 20 
percent of all deliveries were reported under the 
category institutional delivery. Accordingly, almost 
96 percent of all deliveries in the State could be 
considered safe deliveries.

Between 2002–2003 and 2016 Anganwadi 
attendance decreased from 10 percent attendance to 
6 percent of all children eligible by age. But the 
attendance increased dramatically to 11 percent 
between the periods of 20009-10 to 2016.The 
Anganwadi attendance among the poor is higher 
than among the rich (12.8 percent vs. 9.2 percent).

In rural area 88.7 percent children attending the 
Anganwadi reported receiving the food supplement 
'always' however it is  90.1 percent in urban area 
which is high.

In 2016, 67 % of all dwellings were of pucca 
construction material which was 57 % and 65 % in 
2004-05 and 2009-10 respectively. 

About 27 % dwelling structure of poor income 
group were still katcha in rural sector whereas it was 
about only 6 % in context of urban households in 
2016.

About 73 % of the rural households reported 
hand pump as their main source of drinking water. In 
urban sector, around 60 % households use tap as the 
main source of drinking water.

In 2016, nearly 71% households in UP had access 
to drinking water within premises and still nearly 
29% had to travel a certain distance outside the 
premises.

In UP, 10.3 % households have no system of 
drainage. 71 % of households reported open 
drainage system while only 14.7 % households 
reported covered drains.

Overall 23 % households in UP have access to 
flush latrines within their premises.

In 2016, 65 % households in the state had access 
to electricity, reflecting much higher coverage rate 
of 94 % in urban areas, whereas only 57 % in rural 
areas. This represents a high rise from 2002-03 
when only 35 % of the households in UP had access 
to electricity connection.

Mostly (64.4 %) 
these animals are owned by rural households. A 
very little number of urban (8.3 %) household also 
found owning cow/ buffaloes

About 97 % households neither mortgaged nor 
sold their any asset.

Main Reason of selling/ mortgaging the assets 
due to illness was reported by 1.6% household in 
the state.

In 2016, about 33.7 percent households found 
themselves as 'about the same level between actual 
and requisite income required and 36.1% 
households considered their income as required 
below level whereas about 30.2% households 
considered their actual income as higher than that 
the required income to meet their livelihood.

About  75% households experienced 
improvement in their standard of living while

µThe National old age pension scheme reaches to 
3.4% of the elderly population (aged 65 and above) 
in UP, While state schemes for widow pension 
reaches about to 0.9% of the widow in V PSMS.

µOnly 15.2% rural households had MNREGA job 
cards in 2016. there was a large variation across 
region in terms of the proportion of households with 
job cards, ranging from 7.7% in Southern, 25.2 % in 
Western, 27% in Central and 40.2% in Eastern 
region.

µMost of the households ha ving MNREGA job 
cards, got job within 15 days, belong to category 
OBC and SC/ST, i.e. 48.1% and 44.6% percent 
respectively.
